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Ten
“Go therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father and the Son, and the Holy 
Spirit...” Matthew 28:19

What is it with the number 10? People are fascinated  
with it. Bo Derek was considered the perfect “10” in 
the movie of the same name. David Letterman 
makes Top 10 lists. Sports Center has their Top 10 
plays of the day. ESPN also has a Bottom 10 to rank 
to worst teams. At the 1976 Olympics in Montreal 
Nadia Comaneci became the first gymnast to score a 
perfect 10 with her uneven bar performance. (She 
would report the feat six more times in the games). 
People often rate things on a scale of 1-10. For 
example, “one a scale of 1-10 how much would you 
like to go to this restaurant?” Ten is considered the 
number of perfection. We have a new tract that is 
interesting and focuses on the number ten. The tract 
has ten blank spaces on the front and says “Can you 
name 10 beers?” We handed these out last night at 
the Shops at Legacy, It was amazing to hear people 
name ten beers. Even people that said that they do 
not drink beer. I know you want to see how many 
beers you can name. Why not take a minute and do 
that now?! After they named ten beers we would 
ask them “how many of the ten commandments can 
you name?” We had one man name eight of them of 
the top of his head! You see the Ten Commandments 

are God’s Top Ten list. He sets a standard of 
perfection in front of us. Yet, none of us live up to 
His perfect standard. The Bible says that all have 
sinned and fall short of the glory of God. So if God 
were to judge us based on the ten commandments 
we are all guilty and deserving of hell. It is only 
because God has provided a mediator between us 
and Him in Jesus Christ that we have any chance of 
salvation. Paul wrote in Ephesians 2:8-10, “For it is 
by grace you have been saved, through faith—and 
this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— not 

by works, so that no one can boast. For we are God's 
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good 
works, which God prepared in advance for us to 
do.” Note that the works are a response to God 
saving us; not to earn salvation. It is interesting the 
number of people who call themselves Christians 
that do not understand the difference. Go ahead. 
Quiz your friends. Ask them to name ten beers. 
Then see if they can name the ten commandments 
and share the Gospel with them!
