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Who is Jesus?
“Go therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father and the Son, and the Holy 
Spirit...” Matthew 28:19

I know a man named Joe who is a professed atheist. 
I’ve known him for years and used to work for him.  
Joe is one of the smartest people I know. However, 
he denies God and the Gospel and Jesus. Over the 
past six months we have exchanged a number of 
emails about evolution vs creation, God and 
eternity. I’ve discussed these emails with several 
friends in order to brain storm on how to address 
his comments and continue to share the Gospel with 
him. This week Joe accused me and other Christians 
of “being stupid for believing in Jesus” and that 
“Christianity is just out to make a buck off of 
converting people”. After discussion and prayer, we 
decided that we should ask Joe who Jesus is to him. 
Matthew 16:13-16 records this exchange between 
Jesus and Peter:

When Jesus came to the region of Caesarea 
Philippi, he asked his disciples, "Who do people 
say the Son of Man is?" They replied, "Some say 
John the Baptist; others say Elijah; and still others, 
Jeremiah or one of the prophets."  “But what about 
you?" he asked. "Who do you say I am?" Simon 
Peter answered, "You are the Christ, the Son of the 
living God." 

Ultimately, there are three answers to this question 
of who Jesus is. Jesus says that he is God, can 
forgive sin and is the only way to heaven. Either he 
is who he says he is, or his is a lunatic or a liar. Joe 
equates Jesus to the Easter Bunny and other 
mythical characters. He takes the lunatic or liar 
approach. It is very sad. Please pray for him to come 
to know the truth. Ultimately, everyone will be 
personally accountable to answering this question 
for themselves.  We are separated from God by our 
sins. God has made one provision to get right with 
him. That is by repenting of our sin and putting our 

faith in the savior. He will save us from sin, save us 
from hell and save us from the wrath of a Holy God!
